A permanent in- 
jury retired Guld King Bailey. 
however, and he w s  retved 
to stzd The horse immediate- 
ly set sbout es tabls ,hg  a 
M m e  for hmsell a s  e tpp sire.

ohamppionship in 1967. One of 
the nation's two leading sires 
of winning race horses, Pacif- 
ic Bailey last year had 162 
colts that won 141  maces and 
wer $84,000 in prize money. 

Rutland accepts his suc- 
cess crasuadly, even modestly. 

He was the nation's No. : 
breeder of quaHer horse race 
winners in 1967, 1970 and 1971 
If pressed, he wid1 admit to the 
honor but he likes to skint othel 
questions thst deal1 with his suc 
cess. For  example: &e you 
d s o  the largest b r e e d e r 
of quarter harses? "Well, I 
don'lt know. Maybe. I don't 
boy. I might be." 

One thing Rutland will talk 
about, though, is what he con- 
siders k~ be the secret 01 his 
success. That is TLC - tender 
hving care. He frequen%ly 
uses the phwse "lats of care" 
in h l k i l g  a b u t  his horses.
